Le preterit est le temps qu’on utilise en anglais pour parler d’événements terminés (révolus) au

moment ou on en parle. C’est le temps qu’on utilise pour faire un récit.

Au preterit, a la forme affirmative, on ajoute -d ou -ed a la base verbale pour la plupart des verbes,
qui sont des verbes réguliers.

Exemples de conjugaison de verbes réguliers :

We played tennis yesterday.

They liked Paris.

I loved London.

We moved to new York.

We worked all day.

Mets ces verbes réguliers au preterit :

I (walk) in the park.

You (stop) at the barrier.

We (dance) all night long.

Patrick (answer) a question.

We (jump) -------------- in the waves (vagues).

Bob and his sister (work) in their bedroom.

to walk : marcher to stop : arréter to dance : danser

to answer : répondre to jump : sauter to work : travailler
